2004/2005 catalogs:  grades of D-, D, or D+ are accepted for major requirements, as long as GPA requirements are met (see below)
GPA requirements for any catalog year:  both overall UM GPA and GPA in all upper division UM **BIO_, BIOC, MICB and BCH classes must be 2.0 in order to graduate.
